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Despite the fact that the UK is a powerful economic power, it still
has economic problems that can be divided into groups:

The first group of economic problems is associated with a large
influx of immigrants to the country from other EU countries. It
should be noted that the UK itself is a small country with a large
population and a high population density. An even greater
increase in the country's citizens, one way or another, will lead to
a decrease in the welfare of citizens, unemployment and other
economic problems;

The second group of problems is related to low productivity. It
should be noted that the indicators are lower than in the
competing countries (Germany and France). This trend is
preceded %y a number of different reasons related to the material,
technical and labor provision of manufacturers in the UK, as well
as labor legislation;

The third EFOUP of economic problems is related to the General
trends of the global economic crisis. Such trends cause negative

consequences in the organization and use of economic resources
in the UK.
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
