Biography
DIANA SPENCER was born on July 1, 1961 in Sandringham, Norfolk, in John Spencer’s
family. Her father was a Viscount Althorp, a representative branch of the same family,
Spencer-Churchill as the Duke of Marlborough and Winston Churchill.

Diana spent her childhood in Sandringham, where she also received primary education

at home.  Her teacher was Gertrude Allen, a governess who taught Diana’s mother.

When Diana was 8 years old, her parents divorced. She stayed with her father, together

with her sisters and a brother. Divorce had a strong influence on the girl.

In 1975, after the death of his grandfather, Diana's father became the 8th Earl Spencer, and she received the courtesy
title of “Lady”.

In 12 years, the future princess was taken in the preferred school for girls in West Hill, Sevenoaks, Kent. Here she
was a poor student and could not finish it. In 1977 she briefly attended a school in the Swiss town of Rougemont.

In winter of 1977, before leaving to study, she for the first time met her

future husband - Prince Charles — when he arrived to Althorp for hunting.

In 1978 she moved to London. As a gift for the 18th anniversary she got her

own apartment with the cost of 100 000 pounds. During this period, Diana, who earlier adored

children, began working as an assistant teacher in the kindergarten, "Young England" in Pimiliko.

Family life

For the wedding of Charles and Diana, held on 29 July 1981 a great attention of the public and the media was
drawn. In 1982 and 1984 the sons of Diana and Charles, Princes William and Harry (Henry) of Wales, were born, who
were next in line to inherit the British crown after their father.

By the early 1990s, relations between spouses were upset, particularly because of the continuing relationship of
Charles with Camilla Parker Bowles (later, after the death of Diana, became his second wife). The marriage broke up
in 1992, after which the couple lived separately, and ended in divorce in 1996 on the initiative of Queen Elizabeth I1.

Shortly before her death in June 1997, Diana began dating the film producer Dodi al-Fayed, the son of the
Egyptian billionaire Mohamed Al Fayed, but except for the press, this fact has not been confirmed by any of her
friends.

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Public role

Diana actively engaged in charitable and peacekeeping activities: she was an activist of the struggle with the
AIDS, financially supported the Royal Marsden Foundation, the leprosy mission, the Children's Hospital "Great
Ormond Street Hospital", "CentroPoint", the English National Ballet. Among other 1nitiatives of the princess were
hospices for terminally ill oncological diseases, with hopeless injuries of the spine; She also helped children with
heart disease and suffering from leukemia. She helped abandoned and disadvantaged children, hopelessly sick
people.

One of the spheres of its activity was more than actual - the peacekeeping. The activities of Princess Diana forced
to change the policies of whole states in relation to the most terrible weapons - anti-personnel mines.

By such actions, Diana deserved the recognition and recognition of the whole world, and the most important in her
noble cause are devoted followers who have continued the affairs that she started.

Visit to Moscow

In June 15-16, 1995 Princess Diana paid a brief visit to Moscow. She visited the Tushino
Children's Hospital, to which she had provided charitable assistance before (the princess gave
medical equipment to the hospital), and the primary school number 751, which inaugurated the
branch of an aid fund for disabled children "Waverly House." In Tushino hospital she spent about
40 minutes, and at school number 751 about 2 hours.

In June 16, 1995 in the British Embassy in Moscow the ceremony of giving to Princess Diana the
International Leonardo Prize was carried out.

Death

In August 31,1997 Diana tragically died in a Paris car crash together with Dodi Al Fayed and the driver Henry Paul.
Al-Fayed and Paul were killed instantly. Diana, delivered from the scene (in the tunnel before the bridge on the River
Seine Alma) in the Salpetriere hospital, died two hours later.

Cause of the accident is not entirely clear, there are several versions (drunknness of the driver, the need to go at the
speed from paparazzi harassment, as well as a variety of conspiracy theories). The only
survived passenger of the car, "the Mercedes S280" with the number "688 LTV 75", bodyguard
Trevor Rees-Jones did not remember the events.

In December 14, 2007 a report of ex-Commissioner of Scotland Yard, Lord John Stevens was represented, who said
that the British investigation confirmed the facts, according to which the amounts of alcohol in a car driver’s blood,
Henry Paul, exceeded by three times, than it was allowed by the French legislation. Moreover,
the car speed exceeded the speed limit in that location twice. Lord Stevens also noted that passengers, including
Diana, were not fastened by seat belts, what also played a role in their deaths.

Princess Diana was buried on September 6 in the Spencer’s

family estate of Althorp in Northamptonshire, on a secluded island.

Royal Family Order of Queen Elizabeth II — the Order, awarded by Queen Elizabeth II

as a sign of respect for the individual female members of the royal family.

Crown Order

In November 30,1969 Queen Juliana of the Netherlands made a decision on the reorganization of the Order of Orange
House, in order to bring it into line with the spirit of equality that prevailed in the Dutch society. As a result, among other
awards, the Order of the Crown appeared.

The Order belongs to the royal house, so the award is made by the monarch in his own discretion, without consultation with
the government.

It 1s designed (in accordance with Article 13 of the Charter of the Order) "for those aliens who

have distinguished themselves particularly in the service to the King of the Netherlands and his house."
There 1s a silver medal in honor of the state visit.

The Order of the Virtuous - Egyptian women's order, designed to reward wom

en for services to the state, but in practice to award the most outstanding men's wives.
