This trend is 
called global warming. 

� It is increasing because 
more and more gases 
get into the 
atmosphere.

THE ARCTIC FOX 

� The Arctic fox can 
survive rising global 
temperatures but it 
can't survive is 
competition from 
red foxes, which 
have been 
gradually migrating 
northward. 



THE ARCTIC FOX 

�With decreasing snow 
cover, the arctic fox 
can't rely on its winter 
coat of white fur for 
hiding…

…so red foxes find it 
easy to locate and 
kill their competition.



THE BELUGA WHALE

�Warming global 
temperatures have 
made it easier for 
tourists to reach 
Arctic waters on 
whale-watching 
expeditions, which 
distracts belugas 
from their normal 
activities.



THE LOGGERHEAD SEA TURTLE

   The Loggerhead Sea 
Turtle is likely to be lost 
because of global 
warming.

Increased storms and 
rising sea levels could 

damage or destroy 
nesting areas and nests.



THE LOGGERHEAD SEA TURTLE

Warmer seas can even upset the ratio of males to 
females. Some turtle species could become entirely 

female in the future.
