9 km from Tsey is Tsey
glacier, which begins
between vertices Wilpita
and Adeijk and, descending
to a height of 2200 m,
gives rise to the Tseydon
river, (left tributary of the
Ardon, which flows into the

Digor gorge

Digor gorge is one of the most beautiful and
wild gorges of the North Caucasus. It dug the
Urukh river in the Rocky mountains.

Attractions

The main attraction of the
Digor gorge is lake Tsada
(Tuberotica). This unique
mountain is a natural pond,
a relict lake - the only one
located on an ancient
landslide at the southern

foot of the Rocky ridge in
the Digor gorge is at an
altitude of 1500 meters
above sea level.




Russian ski resort (mountain climatic resort area) and the center of
recreational tourism in the region of North Ossetia is in Alagir.

The gorge is formed by two mountain ranges: Tsey and
Kalperovski arranged a horseshoe, because of which the area is
often referred to as Tsey horseshoe mountains. Tsey is a
longitudinal valley, embedded between the side and the Dividing
Range. There is also a Tsey glacier.
