Compare:

Present Simple Past Simple

* She plays the guitar every * She played the guitar
day. yesterday.

* Does she play_ the guitar * Did she play_ the guitar
every day? yesterday?

* Yes, she does/ No, she * Yes, she did/ No, she didn’t.

doesn’t.



e Affirmative sentence: Noun + Verb-ed
| worked at school yesterday.

* Interrogative sentence: Did + Noun + Verb
Did you work at school yesterday?



Useful words

Past Simple (“markers”)
