Today social networks captivate our lives. Lots of people are eager to be involved in the
World Wide Web and are not against substituting vital communication with virtual one.
Others support the idea that the net is not able to replace the bright world of true
communication in reality.(49)

As I see it , chatting in the Internet is a sheer ( absolute)waste of time . First of all, this
means of communication deprives us of a possibility to really interact with a person we
are speaking to owing to the fact that emotions can be easily hidden under words and
smileys. Moreover, not only we fail to understand somebody completely, but we also
forget all the necessary skills of speaking in public.
