0 lloanexaree + am/is/are + raros(ing)

Ex.: I’'m working.
She/He/It 1s working.
We/ You/They are working.




-ing spelling rules
0 We omit ending —e
Ex: ride - riding
0 After consonant + short vowel sound, we
double the last letter

Ex: get — getting, begin — beginning
0 After short vowel sound we double the last “/”
EXx.: travel-travelling
0 We change ending —ie to y and add —ing
Ex.: die - dying
lie - lying
tie - tying
