What is the difference between END IN
and END WITH?

We use “END IN” not so often, only in several phrases like:

% to end in a draw — 3aKOHUYUTLCA BHNYbIO

% to end in talk — 3aKOHYNTBLCA pa3roBopamu
# to end in tears — 3aKOHYUTbLCA Crie3amu

# to end in victory — 3aKOHYMTLCSI N06eaoM
% to end in success — 3aKOHYMUTHLCA YCNEXOM

So, END IN means rpusecmu K 4emy-riubo,
3aKOHYUMbCS YeM-1ubo



We use “END WITH” more often, in different situations:

& to end with a party — 3aKOH4UTb(cA)

. BEYEPUHKOM

% to end with “e” — 3akaH4MBaTLCHA OYKBON «E»
& to end with words — 3aKoH4NTb(CA) cnoBamu
% to end with a bell ring — 3aKOHUYNTBLCSA 3BOHKOM

& toend withas — 33KQHYUTBCS CO CHETOM

But we use END in written and FINISH in spoken language.

2. Which is correct?
| finished reading the new book.

OR: | ended reading the new book.

| finished reading is correct.
We don’t use —ing forms after END.
