Like many modern developed countries, the
United Kingdom has a mixed economy. This
means that some sectors of economy are
operated by the government and some are
operated by private business. Since World
War I, Britain has worked to (1)_equal_ the
mix of private and public enterprlses in order
to (2)_maximumer_ the country’s economy
and (3)__surize__ the economic well-being
of its citizens. After World War Il the
government (4) nationlize_, or took over, a
number of large and troubled industries.
