This 
is the oldest public building in Washigton.D.C. and has the most 
famous address in the US – 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue. It is 
consists of 132 rooms.

“The Pencil”

The Washington Monument is one of the city’s most impressive sights. It was
built  to the memory of the first President of the USA in1888. It is called “The
Pencil”, because it is one of the tallest stone structure in the USA. This
monument is over 555 feet tall and provides a panoramic view of
Washington.D.C.

The Lincoln 
Memorial

The Lincoln Memorial was dedicated to Memorial Day May 30, 1922. It has
36 columns. Each column represents the state in the Union at the time of
Lincoln’s death. But the dominant feature of the building is the realistic figure
of Lincoln. He became the 16th President of the USA in 1861. Lincoln  wrote 

the Emancipation Proclamation, which freed the blacks in the South from 
slavery.

The Jefferson Memorial■ The Declaration of Independence was 
written by Thomas Jefferson. He was 
the third President of the United States. 
The Jefferson Memorial was built in 
honour of Thomas Jefferson. Inside is a 
19-foot statue of Thomas Jefferson 
standing on a 6-foot pedestal.
