MUST

When you use “must” on the one hand it’s a very strong

recommendation and on the other hand it means —

immediately.

Ex: You must buy them NOW! (Soon as you can)

For instance you see the price and the other price and you

think: “ Hmm... it’s a good price for computer. I must buy it.”
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HOW TO USE “MUST”

You can use “must” ONLY IN PRESENT TENSE and
NEVER with “to”.

**When you are not giving YOUY personal opinion, use have to:

s Ex: Jane won’t be at work this afternoon. She has to go to the doctor. ( this is

not my personal opinion — it is fact)

s¢Jane isn’t well. She doesn’t want to go to the doctor, but I told her she must go.

(this is my personal opinion).
