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What Does Trauma Look Like?

Children who may need professional help:
* Cry easily or constantly

« Appear emotionless or extremely withdrawn

* Have repeated or intrusive thoughts about the event
* Have trouble sleeping and/or nightmares

* Be “triggered” by a sound, smell, or other reminder of the
experience

* Have difficulty concentrating
« Worry excessively leading to physical complaints
