Elizabeth was born in the Sunday, September 7th, 1533 at the royal palace at Greenwich.
Her father was King Henry VIII, his mother - a former lady in waiting Anne Boleyn.

Baptism of the girls was held in Greenwich, September 10 tons: she got its name after the
mother of Henry VIII, Elizabeth York. In December 1533 a girl identified as a residence
residence Hatfield House, a small palace near London. Parents rarely visited his daughter.

When Elizabeth was two years and eight months, she lost her mother, Anne Boleyn was
executed on charges of treason. The execution was carried out May 19, 1536.

Elizabeth very early began to show their natural ability - in the age of ten, she spoke good
Greek, Italian and French. Its Latin was flawless - this language is not only a princess read
writings of Roman historians, but also wrote lengthy letters to his stepmother - Catherine
Parr.

Despite the fact that Elizabeth is still considered illegitimate, her best teachers were
engaged in education from Cambridge. Over time, Elizabeth joined her younger brother
Edward. It is in the 1543-1547 years in the royal family established relatively calm
atmosphere.

January 28, 1547 Elizabeth, located in Enfield, said that her father died.

Stepmother Elizabeth, Catherine Parr, shortly after the end of mourning for the king
married Thomas Seymour court adventurer.

Catherine Parr, in spite of the almost motherly love for his step-daughter, sent her to the
estate in Hertfordshire Cheshunt. There, Elizabeth continued her studies.

Within three days after the death of Mary was going to the first council of the queen.

November 28, 1558 the triumphal procession came to London: the young queen met with an
enthusiastic crowd.

By the time the lessons of the throne to Elizabeth was twenty-five years.
Elizabeth chose for his coronation day, January 15, 1559.

January 25, 1559 opened the first Parliament of Elizabeth. Pledging for the crown, the
young Empress soon felt the brunt of this burden.

On February 10, the Parliament turned to the queen called for the heir to the English
throne: she was instructed to choose a spouse.

In 1559, she could not openly quarrel with parliament: he was given an evasive answer.
Long been a favorite of the Queen, Robert Dudley.

In recent years, the death of close friends have undermined the health of
the queen. In February 1603 she fell into a deep depression and melancholy.
March 24, 1603 she died in the palace of Richmond, and was buried in
Westminster Abbey. Queen of the end of life began to understand that her
looks are not so attractive as before, and learned to skillfully divert
attention from the face adorned with rich clothes expensive, and the older
she became, the more grandiose becoming dress. It must be admitted that
it is always different intelligibility in vogue.
