The disputed
territory of Jammu and Kashmir shares a border with Afghanistan.

Throughout most of its history, India has acted
as an important center of trade routes and was famous for its wealth
and high kulturoy.V Indian born religions such as Hinduism,
Buddhism, Sikhism and Jainism. In the first millennium AD in the
Indian sub-continent also came Zoroastrianism, Judaism,
Christianity and Islam, which had a great influence on the diverse
culture regiona.V since the beginning of the XVIII to mid-XX century,
India was gradually colonized by the British Empire. At
independence in 1947, the country has made great strides in
economic and military development. By the end of XX century, the
Indian economy has become one of the fastest growing in the world.
Of nominal gross domestic product, India is the 12th largest in the
world, and in terms of GDP converted at purchasing power parity - in
fourth place. Pressing problem continues to be high levels of poverty

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The population of India

In terms of population (1.2 billion), India ranks second in the world
after China. AlImost 70% of Indians live in rural areas, although in
recent decades migration to larger cities has led to a sharp increase
in urban population. The largest city of India is Mumbai (formerly
Bombay), Delhi, Kolkata (formerly Calcutta), Chennai (formerly
Madras), Bangalore, Hyderabad and Ahmedabad. On cultural,
linguistic and genetic diversity of India is the second largest in the
world after the African continent. The average literacy rate of India's
population is 64.8% (53.7% among women and 75.3% among men).
The highest literacy rate is observed in Kerala (91%), while the
lowest - in Bihar (47%). The average age of India's population is
24.9 years and an annual population growth rate - 1.38%, to 1,000
people a year are born 22.01 children. According to the 2001
census, children under 14 years accounted for 40.2% of the
population aged 15-59 years - 54.4% 60 years and older - 5.4%.
The natural population growth was 2.3%

Biography of Agatha Christie

Agatha Mary Clarissa Mallouen, (born Agatha Mary Clarissa, Lady
Mallowan),, better known by the name of her first husband as
Agatha Christie (September 15, 1890 - January 12, 1976) - English
pisatelnitsa.Otnositsya among the world's most famous writers of
detective fiction and is one of the most published authors in the
history of mankind (after the Bible and Shakespeare). Christie
published over 60 novels, six psychological novels (under the
pseudonym Mary Uestmakott or Vestmakott) and 19 collections of
short stories. 16 of its pieces were placed in Londone.Knigi Agatha
Christie published a circulation of over 2 billion copies and
translated into over 100 languages mira.Ey also holds the record for
the maximum number of theatrical works. Agatha Christie's play
"The Mousetrap" was first staged in 1952 and is still continuously
demonstrated. On the tenth anniversary of the play at the Theatre
Ambassador in London, in an interview with TV ITN, Agatha Christie
admitted that she "did not think the play the best for the production
in London, but the public likes, and she goes to play a few times a
year"
