Jazz is a kind of music that began among the American Negroes
just before the end of the 19th century, and is today popular all
over the world. Many people use the word "jazz" to describe only
that music which is very like the music of the original jazz bands
that played in New Orleans, in the United States, in the early
1900s. However, the great majority of people use the word to
cover many forms of rhythmic music which developed from those
beginnings.

The first jazz grew mainly from rough-and-ready brass
bands that marched in the streets of New Orleans, playing at
funerals, wedding, elections. They began to use different
instruments. Finally, some invented the word "jazz" to describe a
music that combined several different influences. The bands that
played this music usually consisted of drums, piano, banjo,
trumpet (or cornet), trombone and clarinet.

The first great jazz musician was Louis Armstrong, a
trumpeter. Big bands were formed by Paul Whiteman.

Through all the century white men,Negroes spread this, the
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creating new styles experimenting.
