ONE OF THE MOST POPULAR AND VISITED BY TOURISTS - THE CASTLE TOWER. SHE IS A VISITING CARD
OF LONDON. "TO BE IN LONDON AND NOT VISIT THE TOWER IS TO COMMIT A CRIME"- ACCORDING TO
SOME TOURISTS. THE TOWER WAS BUILT IN XI CENTURY BY WILLIAM THE CONQUEROR TO PROTECT
LONDON FROM ENEMIES. THE HEART OF THE FORTRESS IS THE WHITE TOWER - IT STARTED WITH A

CONSTRUCTION, AND IT WAS JOINED BY ANOTHER 12 TOWERS, THEY WERE SURROUNDED BY A DITCH

3.6 METERS , WHICH WERE INSTALLED THROUGH THE DRAWBRIDGES. SO THE TOWER BECAME A
FORTRESS. THEN THE TOWER WAS A PALACE, A REPOSITORY OF ROYAL JEWELS, THE ARSENAL, MINT,
PRISON, OBSERVATORY AND EVEN A Z0O. THIS IS ONE OF THE MOST POPULAR MONUMENTS OF LONDON.
AND, OF COURSE, THE TOWER HAS ITS OWN MYSTICAL HISTORY. FOR EXAMPLE, SAY THEY SAW THE
GHOST OF ANNE BOLEYN, BEHEADED IN 1536 FOR TREASON BY HENRY VIIl STROLLING AROUND THE

WHITE TOWER WITH HIS HEAD IN HIS HANDS. THE TOWER WALK AND THE OTHER GHOSTS, INCLUDING
HENRY VI, LADY JANE GREY, MARGARET POLE. STILL, THEY SAY THAT IN JANUARY 1816 THE SENTRY

WHO WAS GUARDING THE VAULT OF ROYAL JEWELS, SAW THE BEAR, IT WAS COMING STRAIGHT AT HIM.

THE POOR SENTRY DIED OF FRIGHT A FEW DAYS LATER.

WITHITS TERRACES, BAY WINDOWS, AND ESPECIALLY LARGE QUADRANGULAR TOWER. BUT WINDSOR

TO WINDSOR ON A HIGH HILL ON THE BANKS OF THE THAMES. WINDSOR CASTLE ATTRACTS TOURISTS
CASTLE IS NOT ONLY A MONUMENT OF ANTIQUITY OF GREAT BRITAIN, NOW HERE IS THE MAIN SUMMER
RESIDENCE OF QUEEN ELIZABETH II. EVERY YEAR THE BRITISH QUEEN LIVES IN THE PALACE FOR
ALMOST A MONTH AT EASTER, SOMETIMES ARRANGING PARTIES FORITS GUESTS, AS WELL AS A WEEK
IN JUNE, PAYING ATTENTION TO THE ORDER OF THE GARTER. IT IS WINDSOR CASTLE RANKS FIRST IN THE
NUMBER OF CASES OF ENCOUNTERS WITH GHOSTS. MOST OF TEN NOTICED THE GHOST OF THE CRUEL
KING HENRY VIII. ACTUALLY HENRY VIIl IS FAMOUS FOR ITS UNUSUAL NUMBER OF WIVES. HE WAS
MARRIED 6 TIMES, AND ONLY TWO WERE DIVORCED. TWO OF HIS WIVES WERE EXECUTED ON
SUSPICION OF TREASON, ONE DIED A NATURAL DEATH. THE CRUELTY OF HENRY VIIIl WAS DUE TO THE
DESIRE TO RETAIN POWER OF THE TUDOR DYNASTY, IT WAS NECESSARY TO PRODUCE A MALE
HEIR-SOMETHING THAT HAS NOT WORKED. IN THE SAME PALACE, HAUNTING THE GHOST OF CRAZY KING
GEORGE lIl. THIS GHOST IS FAMOUS FOR HIS LOVE OF SCARING THE VISITORS OF THE CASTLE. DURING
HIS LIFE, GEORGE Ill SUFFERED FROM MENTAL ILLNESS. DURING ATTACKS HE WAS VERY MUCH CURSING
AND MADE A MINDLESS AND SHAMEFUL ACTS. ONCE IN THE ATTACK, GEORGE Ill MISTOOK THE PILLOW
WITH HIS SON, WHO DIED AT THE AGE OF FOUR. HOWEVER, THERE WERE OCCASIONS WHEN GEORGE
WAS TRYING TO RAPE MAIDS. AFTER THAT, THE SERVANTS WERE INSTRUCTED TO WEAR THE KING OF
THE STRAITJACKET AND GAG PLUGGING HER MOUTH. HOWEVER, THE CASTLE IS HAUNTING ANOTHER
GHOST - A HUGE DECAPITATED KNIGHT IN SHINING ARMOUR. NO ONE KNOWS WHAT THE GHOST, HOW HE
LOST HIS HEAD AND WHAT MAKES THIS KNIGHT TO COME TO THE CASTLE.

ANOTHER NO LESS POPULAR CASTLE, OR RATHER THE RUINS OF A CASTLE IS TINTAGEL CASTLE. THEY SAY IN THIS PLACE IN 3-4
CENTURY THERE WAS A ROMAN SETTLEMENT. AND THE FIRST MENTION OF KING ARTHUR ,WHICH IS ALSO RELATED TO CASTLE
TINTAGEL CASTLE. THIS IS ON ONE HAND ROMANTIC, BUT ON THE OTHER HAND A MYSTICAL LEGEND. HE LIVED A UTHER
PENDRAGON, WHO FELL MADLY IN LOVE WITH THE WIFE OF THE DUKE OF CORNWALL AND TO HER, YOU SEE, WENT TO WAR
AGAINST THE DUKE. THE DUKE OF CORNWALL SENT HIS WIFE IN TINTAGEL CASTLE, BELIEVING THAT THERE THE SAFEST PLACE. AND
INDEED, THE CASTLE ON ALL SIDES WAS SURROUNDED BY THE SEA AND ONLY A NARROW PASSAGE BETWEEN THE ROCKS LEADING
RIGHT INTO THE CASTLE, BUT IT WAS GUARDED BY SOLDIERS. TINTAGEL CASTLE WAS IMPREGNABLE TO UTHER PENDRAGON. THEN
HE ASKED FOR HELP FROM THE MAGICIAN AND THE MAGICIAN MERLIN, WHO CHANGED HIS APPEARANCE TO THE APPEARANCE OF
THE DUKE OF CORNWALL. SUCH A MAGICAL WAY UTHER SNUCK INTO THE CASTLE AND TOOK POSSESSION OF HIS BELOVED. "THAT
NIGHT WAS CONCEIVED ARTHUR, THE FUTURE KING OF ALL BRITAIN." OF COURSE, NOBODY CLAIMS THAT IT DID AND THAT KING
ARTHUR WAS BORN IN TINTAGEL CASTLE. BUT THIS LEGEND HAS TAKEN ROOT IN BRITAIN THAT MANY BELIEVE IN IT AND STILL TELLING
THE STORY. MUCH TIME HAS PASSED SINCE THEN, THE FIRST CASTLE WAS DESTROYED, THEN IN 1233, WHEN WITH MIGHT AND
MAIN TO SPREAD THE LEGEND OF ARTHUR, THE CASTLE WAS REBUILT BY RICHARD, TOO, FROM THE KIND OF CORNWALL. BUT AFTER
THE OTHER DESCENDANTS OF RICHARD OF CORNWALL WERE NOT INTERESTED IN THE CASTLE. PART OF THE CASTLE GAVE THE JAIL,
THE ROOF OF THE GREAT HALL WAS DEMOLISHED, GRADUALLY, THE CASTLE WAS DESTROYED... BUT STILL THESE OLD, MAJESTIC
WALLS OF THE CASTLE PASSED TO US THE SMELL OF THE TIME.

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STIRLING CASTLE IS ONE OF THE LARGEST AND MOST IMPORTANT ,HISTORICALLY AND
ARCHITECTURALLY, IN SCOTLAND CASTLES. THE CASTLE IS SITUATED ON CASTLE HILL, WHICH IS PART OF
A GEOLOGICAL FORMATION STIRLING. IT IS SURROUNDED ON THREE SIDES BY CLIFES, WHICH GIVES IT A

STRONG DEFENSIVE POSITION. MOST OF THE MAIN BUILDINGS OF THE CASTLE DATE BACK TO XV-XVI
CENTURIES SEVERAL SCOTTISH KINGS AND QUEENS HAVE BEEN CROWNED AT STIRLING, INCLUDING
MARY, QUEEN OF SCOTS IN 1543. THE CASTLE WITHSTOOD SIEGES AND 8 SEVERAL SCOTTISH WARRIOR FOR
INDEPENDENCE. AND OF COURSE THIS CASTLE HAS ITS GHOSTS. SAY, FROM TIME TO TIME YOU CAN SEE
THE GHOST OF A MAID (QUEEN MARY) IN A GREEN DRESS. ACCORDING TO THE LEGEND, THE LOVER OF
THIS GIRL ACCIDENTALLY KILLED HER FATHER AND SHE FROM DESPAIR AND ANGUISH FLED THE TEETH
OF THE ROCKS FROM A HEIGHT OF 250 POUNDS. SINCE THEN, HER GHOST IS CONSIDERED TO BE A
WARNING ABOUT ANY DANGER ( E.G. FIRE).AND IN THE CASTLE EMERGED THE LADY IN PINK, THEY SAY
THAT HER HUSBAND WAS KILLED DURING THE SIEGE OF THE CASTLE, SO SHE COMES TO LOOK FOR IT. IN
GENERAL CREEPY, BUT INTERESTING.

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HE PALACE OF HAMPTON COURT IS A ROYAL PALACE, IS LOCATED IN LONDON IN THE PARISH OF
RICHMOND UPON THAMES. BUT THE BRITISH ROYAL FAMILY DOES NOT LIVE IN THE 18TH
CENTURY. ORIGINALLY THE PALACE WAS BUILT AROUND 1514 FOR CARDINAL WOLSEY, THE

FAVOURITE OF KING HENRY VIII, BUT IN 1529, WHEN WOLSEY FELL OUT OF FAVOR, THE PALACE
WAS PASSED TO KING, WHO ENLARGED IT. IT IS ONE OF TWO SURVIVING PALACES OF THE MANY
OWNED BY HENRY VIII. AND IN THIS CASTLE INHABITED BY GHOSTS. THEY SAY THAT HE HAD
SEEN JANE SEYMOUR, THIRD WIFE OF HENRY VIII. SHE GAVE BIRTH TO THE KING'S ONLY SON

EDWARD BUT DIED SOON AFTER GIVING BIRTH , THE KING LOVED HER VERY MUCH AND EVEN

ASKED TO BE BURIED NEXT TO HER. NOW WITNESSES SAW, AS SHE APPEARED WITH A CANDLE IN
HAND ON THE DAY OF THE BIRTH OF HER SON EDWARD VI AND SILENTLY WALKED TO HIS

BEDROOM. IN THE GALLERY OF THE CASTLE THERE AND THE OTHER GHOSTS, SUCH AS THE
HENRY VIII AND HIS FIFTH WIFE CATHERINE HOWARD, LIKE ANNE BOLEYN WAS EXECUTED ON
SUSPICION OF TREASON TO THE KING. THE CASTLE STAFF TOLD ME THAT HEARD SCREAMING
AND CRYING, AND EVEN KNOCK ON THE DOOR OF THE CHAPEL. GOVORYAT ANOTHER WOMAN
NAMED MRS. SYBIL PENN, THE NURSE OF EDWARD VI. SHE DIED OF SMALLPOX IN 1562 AND HER
GRAVE WAS DAMAGED BY THE STORM IN THE EARLY 19TH CENTURY. THE STAFF HEARD THE
SOUND OF THE SPINNING WHEEL AND THE MUTTERING OF THE OLD WOMAN AND FOUND A
ROOM WITH AN OLD SPINNING-WHEEL.
