Red phone box - a kind of telephone booths placed on them with payphones, traditional for the UK and a
number of current and former British colonies in various parts of the world, primarily in Malta, Bermuda and
Gibraltar.

The first type of such booths set up in 1920 under the auspices of the Post Office (GPO), called K1 (Kiosk 1).
These booths made of concrete, was cream colored and had a red box wooden door with clear glass covered
with bars. Across the country, it has been established for a number of such booths, but to date they have very
few. In 1924, a competition was announced for the best design for a new type of telephone booths; it won the
model was the so-called type K2, a draft of which was designed by the architect Giles Gilbert Scott. [1] Post
Office has made some changes to the design proposed by Scott, such as a material for the manufacture of
booths (cast iron, not steel, as proposed by Scott) and color (red, not gray - the color was chosen in such a way
that people can easily notice the booth on the street). Since 1926, the red phone booths have started to appear
in and around London.
