1. From the information given in Genesis 5
and 11, it is easy 1o construct o chort like
this. Geneclogies ore clso found in Luke 3
ond | Chronicles 1; however the spelling
vories in a few instonces and three people

~ ore excluded in some lists for good reoson.
Some hove unwisely used this foct to justify
odding millions of years o scripture,

2. Jesus soid in Motthew 19:4 and Mork
10:6 thot the crection of Adom and Eve wos
“the beginning” (see | Cor. 15:45 and
Romons 5:12-14). By further comparing
Exodus 20:11, Acts 13:20-21, | Kings 2:11,
11:42 and other dates given in the Bible
ond known history, it becomes obvious thot
the Bible teaches that Adom wos created
obout 6,000 years ogo, not “billions of
yeors 6go” os the textbooks ond even some
Christions now teach.

3. There ore scores of scientific woys to
show thot the eorth and universe cre not
“bilbons of years old.” For example:

0. The sun is losing 5 million tons per
second, At this rote, severol billion yeors
ogo, the sun’s gravity would have been
much stronger, pulling the Eorth info it

b. The earth’s spin is slowing down obout
1/1000 of a second per doy. Becouse of
this foct we have o “leap second” where o
second is added to the clock every 10
months. Billions of yeors ago, the eorth
would hove been spinning so fast that life
on eorth would have been impossible.

¢. The distonce 1o the moon is increasing
with eoch revolution. Since the moon
obviously used 10 be closer to the earth,
ond the moon couses the tides, the fides
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would have been greot enough to drown
everything on earth billions of yecrs ogo.

d. The thin loyer of dust on the moon, the
small emount of sediment in the oceons,
the rate of heot loss of Eorth, Jupiter, and
other bodies in space, the erosion rote of
the tains, the weakening mogneti
field, the small [though increasing) omount
of solt in the ocean, the small human
population ([compared to the growth rate),
the rote cave formations develop ond o host
of other facts from oll branches of science
show thot the eorth is not billions of yeors
old. [See videotope #1 for more
information on this subject.)

4. Genesis 1:6-7 and Il Peter 3 tells of o
canopy of “woter above the firmoment.”
Many scientists believe this conopy of woter
(or possibly ice) provided greoter air
pressure and o shield from the sun's
harmful roys. These foctors could exploin
the grec! oge and size of man and animels
before the flcod. After the flood, the
canopy was gone ond the life span dropped
off ropidly in the next few generctions, (See
Gen. 479 ond order video topes # 1,2 & 4
for more on this.)

5. The tower of Bobel incident probobly
took place during the doys of Peleg when
“the eorth wos divided” (see Gen. 10:25).
The longuoges, nationalities and possibly
the roces were crected of the tower of
Bobel. Over the next few decades people
migrated to oll parts of the world before the
oorth wos “divided.” (Order video tope #6
for more information on this.)

6. Il Peter 3:8: "One doy with the Lord is
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as a thousand (not billion) yeors, and o
thousand yeors os one doy.” Bishop Ussher
coleulated the creation to be 4004 B.C.
{Our colendor is off by about four years
since Christ wos born around 4 8C.) Could
i be thot God is working on o 7000 year
calendar for the earth ond that the 7th doy
(1000 yeors) is whot is referred to in Rev.
20:2-7 ond lsoich 11:6-16; 65:17-252 |
wouldn't be dogmatic about it, but it would
be smort to be ready for | Thess.4:16-181
{See also: Mo, 24:37-38; Luke 17: 26-27;
Heb. 11:7; | Peter 3:20; Il Peter 2:5)

7. Methuseloh's name appx ly means
“when he dies it sholl come.” Could it be
thot God told Enoch te neme him thot? The
flood started when Methuseloh died. Enoch
did not know when his son would die.
Maybe Encch stoyed so close to the Lord
thot God just took him fo heaven without
dying? {See Gen, 5:21-24,)

8. Adom knew Methuseloh for 243 years.
9. Shem knew Abroham, Iscoc end Jocob,
10. The first 2157 yeors of history ore

covered by three men whose lives overlop
(Adam, Methuseloh and Shem)

11. How much could you leam in 950
yoors? The wisdom ond inventions of the
pre-flood ero were probobly much greater
thon we con imogine. (See video #7.)

12. Noah hod 6 living oncestors that could
have known Adaom personclly.

13. Al 10 of Abraham's post-flood
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ancestors (even Noah) were alive for his
early life (imogine fomily reunions)! There
is o discrepancy about Terch's oge of birth
of Abrom. This is exploined on our web site
in FAQ,

14, Noch had aunts, uncles, brothers ond
sisters that probobly drowned in the flood
{Geonesis 5:30). Noah moy hove hod other
sons end doughters born before Jopheth
thet olso drowned (Gen. 5:32).
