All the Tuleyev’s activities as a
governor devoted to raising the
living standarts of the residents,
social and economic situation in
the region.

Aman Tuleyev - Honorary
Citizen of the Kemerovo region,
Novokuznetsk, Tashtagol and
Mezhdurechensk.




Kuzbass

Kuzbass, which is formally known as the Kuznetsk Coal Basin
(the Kuznetsk), lies in the south of Western Siberia, namely in the
Kemerovo region. Kuzbass is situated in western Siberia. It covers
the area of 100,000 square kilometers. It borders on the Altai
territory the south- west, on the Novosibirsk region in the west, on
the Tomsk region in the north, on the Krasnoyarsk territory in the
east Kuzbass 1s one of the oldest and largest industrial complexes in
Siberia. Kuzbass occupies the territory of the Kuznetskaya Lowland.

It 1s surrounded by mountain chains on the west, on the east and
on the south. These mountain chains, like walls, defend our region
from dry, southwest winds. They influence the weather of this
territory. The climate in Kuzbass 1s continental. We have four
seasons of the year, but winter lasts 5 months here, it begins in
November and ends in March. Summer 1s short and rather hot. July
1s the hottest month of the year. The temperature 1s sometimes 25°
-35° above zero. It's a big contrast with low winter temperatures,
which are sometimes 30-40'below zero. This contrast influences
badly the people's health.




There 1s hardly a territory in Siberia where so much interesting
mountains arrangement can be found. It 1s united with the West
Siberian Lowland just only on the north. Its total area 1s about 30.000
square kilometers.

The biggest river on the territory 1s the Tom. It flows into the Ob. Its
length is over 839 kilometers. The Tom and its tributaries supply fresh
water practically for every city in Kuzbass. There are also some other
big and little rivers in Kuzbass for example - the Kondoma, the
Mras-Su, the Kia, the Aba but most of them are polluted because
Kuzbass is an industrial zone and the ecological situation 1s poor.
Metallurgical, coal - mining, machine - building industries are highly -
developed here. There are many forests in Kuzbass. 1\7 of wood in
Russia 1s produced here in Kuzbass. There are a lot of kinds of trees.
The forests are concentrated in Gornaya Shoria, Kuznetsky Alatau and
Salair. They cover all Kuznetskaya Lowland. The foliage trees are

concentrated in the lowlands. The coniferous forests are situated in the
highlands.




The pine-trees, fir-trees can be found there. A lot of animals such as bears,
wolves, foxes, elks live in them. Now Kuzbass is one of the largest
developed industrial regions. It 1s known as one of the Russian and (in some
branches) world's largest producers and exporters of coal, steel, iron ore and
other mineral resources. No wonder, there are a lot of plants, factories and
mines. That's why Kuzbass 1s said to be a region of coal miners and metal
workers. There are some large cities and small towns in Kuzbass. The largest
city with the population of 600,000 people is Novokuznetsk. Kemerovo i1s
less than Novokuznetsk but it's a regional center. Mezhdurechensk is situated
in the most beautiful place of Kuzbass. Its a small town but it 1s famous for
its coalmines. Tashtagol is the capital of Gornaya Shoria where the
aborigines of Kuzbass live. Kiselevsk, Belovo, Leninsk-Kuznetsky, earlier
had well - developed coal- mining industry, now they are degrading. The
ecological situation in Kuzbass 1s very poor. Kuzbass is called «the zone of
ecological disastersy. It 1s an industrial region and its enterprises throw
thousands of tons of different wastes. The air, water, sail here 1s polluted. We
all hope for the better future, we hope that Kuzbass with its great potential
and resources will become one of the richest and best regions in Russia.

Belovo, Kemerovo Oblast

First mention of the village of Belovo — 1726
Date of foundation —  December 4, 1938
Area —  171.3 square km
Population — 137 400people
Distance to the region capital — 132 km

The town of Belovo is located in the Kuznetsk depression on
the bank of the Bachat River. In the number of inhabitants it is the
fourth biggest populated area, the other three being Kemerovo,
Novokuznetsk and Prokopievsk. Today, Belovo is a big industrial
center of the region. It is here that 15 percent of coking coal, 15
percent of concentrated coal and 9 percent of non-metallic
constructional materials of Kuzbass are produced.

Every fourth kilowatt-hour of electrical power is generated at
the Belovskaya Electric Power Plant, the second biggest producer
of electrical power in the region.

Belovo is an important traffic junction of Kuzbass. It is located
approximately halfway between the region capital and

Novokuznetsk, and is connected with them by a railroad and a




History

The village of Belovo for the first time 1s mentioned
in 1726. It was named after a fugitive peasant Fyodor
Belov, who built a small taiga house, a so-called zaimka,
on the bank of the Bachat River. The year of 1855 was a
new page in the history of settlement: the mining of
mineral resources on the found coal field began. In 1938,

Belovo was granted town status. The town developed as a
conglomeration of departmental settlements, whose
population was directly or indirectly involved with the
coal mines, a power station, and the railway.




Administrative and municipal status

Within the framework of administrative divisions,
Belovo serves as the administrative center of Belovsky
District, even though it 1s not a part of it. As an
administrative division, it 1s, together with four urban - type
settlement (Bachatsky, Gramoteino, Inskoy, and Novy
Gorodok) and two rural localities, incorporated separately
as Belovo Town Under Oblast Juridiction - an
administrative unit with the status equal to that of
the districts. As a municipal division, Belovo Town Under

Oblast Jurisdiction 1s incorporated as Belovsky Urban
Okrug.




Government

The town is governed
by the Council of the
People's Deputies,
which consists of five

committees, the Head of
Town, Town
Administration, and
structural divisions.

Belovo is the important transport unit of Kuzbass it is
situated approximately on the half way between regional
enter Kemerovo and the city of Novokuznetsk and is
connected with them by railway and highway of republican
value «Kemerovo - Mezhdurechensk». 18% of all Kuzbass
coal 1s got at Belovo. By the volume of extracted coal the city
is a stable member of three leaders together with
Novokuznetsk and Mezhdurechensk . 63% of industrial
outputs of the city are due to coal branch, which is presented
by 4 open-casts and 5 mines. The largest in Russia the
open-cast «Bachatskii» has marked its 60th anniversary in
2009. Four thousand people work at it. The open-cast exports
its production to CIS countries as well as to other foreign
countries.

More than 6,5 thousand people work at Belovo mines.
Belovo district power station works out one third of electric
power of Kuzbass. Such unique companies, as «Belovo zinc
plant», JSC and «Sibelcom», JSC (the monopolist in Russia
to produce switching stuff), work in Belovo area. Other firms
of the city, such as «Belovo machine works», JSC, «Belovo
energoremontnyi zavod», JSC; «Belovo CEMMy, JSC, etc.
should be mentioned.

The economical outlooks of Belovo first of all depend on
development of its coal firms and concomitant industry.




Social sphere

Central Palace of Culture

Medical care to the population of the

city 1s rendered by 27 medical entities.
There are 25 libraries in Belovo, 3 Art
Schools, 8 Musical Schools, 3 Cinemas,
16 clubs and Houses of Culture,
Exhibition Hall and Local Park.

There also 8 Stadiums and 60 Sporting
halls, Chess club, House of sports. There
are also social asylum for children and
adolescents, social - rehabilitation center
for the minor.




Education

Orientation of the city to the
operational coalfields, and as a
consequent - set of settlements in huge
terrain, have defined large number of
objects of the social sphere (more than
240 entities). Among them - 41
secondary schools and 5 evening
schools, 34 preschool entities, Palace of
creativity of Children and Youth, 6

professional schools, medical school,
pedagogical and polytechnic colleges,
Belovo branch of Kemerovo State
University, branches of the Kuzbass
Technical University, Tomsk University
of Architecture and Building, Tomsk
Polytechnic University
