* Veins have thinner walls than arteries, the
difference in thickness being due to
the smaller amount of elastic and muscular
tissues.

* The white blood cells are less numerous than
the red cells, the ratio being about
one white cell to every six hundred red cells.

* The pulse is usually examined at the radial
artery at the wrist, the advantage of
position being that the artery is near the
surface and easily compressed against
the bone.



Like the stomach, the intestines are in constant
movement, the movement being necessary for mixing
the contents and for their propulsion through the
body.

One end of the muscle is more fixed than the other, the
rigid end being known as the origin of the muscle.

The liver secretes bile more or less continuously, the
amount in 24 hours varying from a pint to more than a
quart.

Formation of the clot occurs in three stages, each
involving the production of a special chemical
substance.

The way the kidneys excrete substances changes in the
first few years after birth, with different mechanisms
maturing at different times.



* In arrhythmia, the rhythm may be regular, as
in the normal heartbeat, with each
beat of the atria being followed by one beat of
the ventricles, or it may be irregular.

* The diagnosis having been made, it remains to
be determined whether the syndrome
is caused by hyperplasia, an adenoma, or
adenocarcinoma.
