Shakespeare he is the most quoted of English poets.

Daniel Defoe

Daniel Defoe [“danjal da”fov) is re-
garded as the founder of realistic novel
In English and European literature

Daniel Defoe's life was complicated
and adventurous. He was the son of a
wealthy London butcher and received
a good education. His father, being a
puritan, wanted his son to become a
priest. He preferred, however, the life
of a merchant. He travelled in Spain,
Germany, France and Italy on busi-
ness. He spoke half a dozen languages
and was a man of wide learning. From
1694 Defoe took an active part in pub-
lic affairs. His energy enabled him to
combine the life of a man of action with that of a writer. He was the
earliest literary journalist in England. He wrote political pamphlets
on any subject and every event. He was a man of an active and
original mind, an independent and courageous thinker who dealt
with social questions
