Bisignes (old English -
Northumbrian) - it meant a state
of strong employment, the bustle
and anxiety. Word Bisignes
derived from noun ‘bisig’ in
modern English mean a careful,
busy, diligent. As a kind of
human activity was used in the
14" century. As a kind of the
professional activity is used from
the beginning of the 18™
century. Today noun ‘business’
consist of an adjective 'busy’ and
the suffix ‘ness’.
