The most famous attraction in Liverpool - docks, and it is logical that many
century Liverpool was the largest port in the world. Cargo furnover here is
enormous for those times values, so docks here, too, there were many. Preserved
they are not all, but part of it is quite possible to see.

Albert Dock was built in 1846 as an engineer by the name of Jesse Hartley, and
his project was quite daring for those years: for the first time in the construction of
the dock is not used wood, around the dock for the first time made so many
stores, the first ship could unload transferring goods directly to warehouse, well,
there were many technical and design innovations. Docking first flourished, then
(before the war) fell into decay, but during the war suffered relafively little - only
15% of the loss of buildings, for the Liverpool harbor is very little. Now restored
docks and warehouses rebuilt inside, turning them info stylish, modern complex,
where many museums and places to rest.

Albert Hall

- In 1851 it took place in London World's Fair, and it was so successful that Prince Albert
proposed to establish a permanent exhibition and concert complex. He decided to
build close to several museums have opened - to create something like an educational
campus, and for the sake of the land was bought, which is currently the Albert Hall. But
the development of the project was delayed, and the prince died before construction
began. The Queen then took up the draft in person (she, by the way, and renamed the
building of the Central Hall of Arts and Sciences at the Royal Albert Hall), the complex
was built and opened in 1871

- Albert Hall was created as a concert and exhibition hall, but there are few exhibitions,
and they are usually small, but the concerts are almost daily. At first there were mainly
classical, then there is - at different times there were "Pink Floyd", "Led Zeppelin®, "Deep
Purple" and "The Beatles'. Now Albert Hall is firmly over the middle if the opera - not in
the classic design of opera and concert version, if the modern music - not rap or
hip-hop, and Paul McCartney and Elton John.

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Beatles Museum In Liverpool

Museum in Liverpool dedicated to the life and work of the legendary group The
Beatles. The museum is housed in the basement of the Albert Dock, on the
territory of historic buildings Liverpool porta.Na entering the museum, visitors can
get an audio guide, including in Russian. Moving from room to room, visitors
observe the origin and history of the heyday of the Beatles. Each room is
dedicated to one of the periods of the history of The Beatles and its members:
the birth of the first group of John Lennon’s Quarrymen, the Beatles in Hamburg
trip, meeting with Brian Epstein, in the Cavern Club performances and so on, until
the group disbanded in 1970 godu.V end of the museum there is a shop where
you can buy all of course with the symbols of the Beatles. From magnets to their
houses until their T-shirts with avtografami.V museum contains unique exhibits:
concert costumes and instruments to the band, photos, lyrics, album, memories
of eyewithesses and archival video. A separate stand is dedicated to gifts sent
by Russian fans of the band. At the exit of the museum is a gift shop with the
symbols of the legendary band.
