Masculine nouns

1. Nouns ending in a consonant (hard stem nouns) (except -, -4, -L, -U,
and -K, -X, -r) add the ending -bl.

6aHaH - 6aHaHbl

TeaTp - TeaTpbl

2. Nouns ending in -b and -1 (soft stem nouns) change -b and -1 to -u:
MY3eM - My3en

nucaTtesib - NMcaTem

3. Nouns -, -4, -W, -wW, and -K, -X, -r add the ending -u:

Ananor - AManoru

NapK - NapKu

NAAXK - NAAKM



Feminine nouns

1. Nouns ending in -a (except -Xa, -Ya, -WWa, -wWa, and -Ka, -xa, -ra)
change -a to -bl:

ymMua - YauLbl
npo6sieMa - Npod1embl

2. Nouns ending in -A and in -b, change -A and -b, to -u:
CTaHUMA - CTaHUUM

BMLUHA - BULLHMK

ABEpb - ABEPU

3. Nouns ending in -a, -4a, -Wa, -wWwa, and -Ka, -xa, -ra, change -a
to -U.

KHMra - KHMIM
OTKPbITKa - OTKPbITKU

poLia (grove) - poLum



Neuter nouns

1. Nouns ending in -o change ending to -a:
OKHO - OKHa

2. Nouns ending in -e change ending to -A:
