Chapter 2. The rights of mothers
and children and the mechanism of
their protection



2.1 Mechanisms to protect the
interests of mothers and children in

family law
* Pregnancy and childbirth are among the

reasons that a marriage can be registered up
to the bride of marriageable age (article 13
Family code), as pregnancy and childbirth
garant date selection of marriage (ie, the
ability to do it ahead of time, even on the day
of submission of the application) (article 11
Family code). These rules are designed to
ensure that the child was born in the family - a
natural medium for him.



State in order to stimulate the birth rate ensures
a number of benefits to citizens with children .

* - The allowance for pregnancy and childbirth ;

* - Lump sum to women who registered at the
hospital in the early stages of pregnancy;

* - Lump-sum payment on the birth of the child;

* - The monthly allowance for the period of
leave to care for a child under the age of
eighteen ;

e - Monthly child allowance .



* In marriage, the interests of the rights and
interests of pregnant women are protected by the
following standards : according to Art. 17 RFIC's
husband has no right without the consent of the
wife to initiate divorce proceedings during his
wife's pregnancy and for a year after the birth of
any registry office or in court) .

* Article 89 of the RF IC entitles wife during
pregnancy and for three years after the birth of a
child to demand alimony from her husband .
Alimony recovered even if the wife is provided
with means in excess of the cost of living .



Family children's rights by the current family law
are listed in chapter 11 of the RF IC. There are five
basic personal rights of the child:

- The child's right to grow up in a family;

- The right of the child to contact with both
parents, grandparents, brothers, sisters and other
relatives;

- The child's right to protection of their rights and
legitimate interests;

- The child's right to express their opinions;

- The child's right to a name, patronymic and
surname.



2.2 Mechanisms to protect the
interests of mothers and children in
the labor law

According st.255 LC RF women at their request and in accordance
with a medical report provided to maternity leave of 70 ( in the
case of multiple pregnancies - 84 ) calendar days before childbirth
and 70 ( in the case of complications in childbirth - 86, at the birth
of two or more children - 110 ) calendar days after childbirth , with
paid social insurance in the amount prescribed by law .

Another important legal basis for the protection of motherhood -
the prohibition of dismissal of pregnant women . With the
exception of ( part 3 st.261 LC RF ):

In the case of liquidation of the organization ;
In connection with health or lack of education;
Failure to employee job duties;

And etc .



child care

In accordance with 63 of the Labour Code, such legal
capacity occurs in people under the age of 16 years.

Guarantees and benefits:

limiting the employment of persons under the age of
eighteen years;

Prohibition of official business, bringing to work overtime,

work at night, on weekends and public holidays of
employees under the age of eighteen years;

bring to work only after medical examination (Article 266 of
the Labour Code);

- Reduced production quotas (st.270 LC RF);

- Provision of a longer vacation ( 31 days) at a convenient
time (st.267 LC RF).



2.3 Mechanisms to protect the
interests of mothers and children in
other areas of law
 Article 5.35 . provides for such administrative

penalties as a warning or imposition of an
administrative fine of one to five times the
minimum wage for non-performance or
improper performance of their parents or
other legal representatives of minor
maintenance obligations , upbringing,
education, protection of rights and interests
of minor children .
